2008 VIRGINIA BB GUN STATE CHAMPIONSHIP

Date: Saturday, March 8, 2008

Location: Buckingham Co. HS, Rt. 60, Buckingham, VA 
Sponsor: Virginia 4-H Shooting Education Council

Open to: Youth ages 9 to 15 (as of December 31, 2008). Teams will be composed of the top five shooters from each club using scores from the match. Clubs with 10 or more shooters may have multiple teams. A club may designate their teams prior to the competition if they desire. Competitors that made up a five-person team from the 2007 International BB Gun Championship Match may only shoot for individual awards. Please designate on registration form.
Entry Fee: $20.00 per competitor includes lunch & distinctive T-shirt. Deadline for entry is February 29, 2008.
Registration:  Counties/teams that competed in 2007 will automatically be sent a registration packet.  Other counties/teams can either download the registration materials from the VA 4-H Shooting Education Website www.ext.vt.edu/resources/4h/environment/shootinged 

or contact Sharon Harris/Robert Tillotson; see contact information below.

Rules: Current NRA BB Gun Rules will govern with exceptions from the match program. 
Match Course: 10 shots in each position (prone, standing, sitting, and kneeling) with 10 minutes for each position plus a 50 question written test.

Target: AR-4/10 at 5 meters

Relays: First relay starts at 9:00 am and successive relays on the hour. Check white board outside of cafeteria for exact starting times. Twenty-seven firing points with a range capacity of 135 shooters.

Safety: Eye protection will be required on the firing line and for anyone supervising or working on or around the firing line including Shooters, Coaches, Spectators, and Officials.  Spectators will be allowed as room permits, however they must wear safety glasses and are asked to move in and out of the range area only during position changes. (Line safe, non-firing times)

Challenge Period: Targets will be made available to teams as soon as scoring of the relay is complete and the scores posted. The challenge period will last for a period of 30 minutes.

Test: Each competitor will take a test worth 100 points. Source material for the test will be the Daisy 10 Lesson Curriculum Guide and the current NRA 5-Meter BB Gun Rule Book.

Awards: Medals or trophies will be awarded to top teams and individuals as follows:

Individual Awards - 1st to 3rd place in each; prone, standing, kneeling, sitting, and test: 
1st-10th place in the aggregate; and 1st to 3rd place age 10 and under in the aggregate.

Team Awards – 1st to 3rd place teams  
Danish ribbons will also be awarded to 4-H individuals.

The top three teams may represent Virginia at the International BB Championship July 4-6, 2008 in Bowling Green, Kentucky.  There will be no team registration fee for the IBBGCM.
