Steers will be

measured for hip height and weighed FROM 5:00 TO 6:30 pm.  This information will be used to

put steers into classes.

Show is scheduled for 4:30 pm on Saturday, April 14.

Exhibitors must be Virginia residents who have their 9th birthday by September 30, 2001 and not

have had their 19th birthday before January 1, 2001.

All steers must be born on or after October 1, 1999, and owned by and in the care of the exhibitor

by April 13, 2001.

Steers will be shown dry.  No artificial substances may be applied to the hair.  No butt fans will

be allowed.
